FINALS

The final event is going to take place on December 4 from 9:00 a.m. (sharp) to 3:00 p.m. approximately. It will have 2 stages:  LISTENING AND SPEAKING
Listening: 
a. Dictation of two sentences where the students will simultaneously write on a board. The sentences will be dictated by the jury members. 
b. The maximum score to get on this part of the evaluation is 5 points for the students who did not get any mistake, 4 points to the ones with one mistake, 3 points with two mistakes and so on. 

Speaking:
a. It consists on a small interview with some personal questions or a presentation and then a question or topic for them to give an opinion about. On this part of the test fluency, accuracy, intonation and correct use of vocabulary will be considered.
b. The speaking part is personal and will be done student by student. The maximum points to get on this part of the test are 5 points as well.
c. If there is a tie, the jury members will give each student a topic with the speech about as well as time for their preparation (about 15 minutes).
d. The time of the speaking part will be between 1 to 2 minutes per student and the time for the probable speech will be of one minute.
The jury members’ decisions are final and there will be no chance of complaints. The two stages will be in front of the attending public consisting of students, parents, delegates, coordinators, principals, sponsors´ representatives, etc.
